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RULES GOVERNING PAYMENT OF SITTING FEES AND ALLOWANCES TO

MEMBERS OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS(FOR ATTENDING MEETING OF THE          BOARD ANDOTHER COMMITTEES) AND FACILITIES TO EX-CHAIRMEN / EX-DIRECTORS

A.     The drawl of the fees and allowances by the members of the Board of Directors shall be governed by the following rules :

1.
These rules come into force w.e.f. 29.09.1981 as amended from time to time.

2.
Members shall be reimbursed travelling expenses for attending the meeting of the Board or the Executive Committee or of Sub-Committees or in respect of journeys undertaken by them in connection with the business of the Federation at the following scales :

I. SITTING FEE


At the rate of Rs.1000/- per meeting shall be paid to a Director attending meeting of the Board, Executive Committee or any other committee/sub-committee of Nafed provided that no Director shall be paid more than Rs.2000/- on this account irrespective of the number of meetings he attends on a particular day.

         Journey by Air

i) One standard fare for each single journey plus incidental expenses being one fifth of the Air fare which may be termed for onward and return journey separately subject to a maximum of Rs.100/- .  Air incidental of Rs.100/- is subject to one-fifth of the Air Fare with maximum ceiling of Rs.100/- or whichever is less and it will be applicable for onward and return journey separately.  

ii) In case of   Air journey involving an overnight halt for getting the next connection enroute, daily allowance at the usual rates may be drawn by him.

iii) Incidental expenses for onward journey after night halt should be paid in (a) (i) above.  

Journey by Rail

i) The members of the Board of Directors who are entitled to travel by First Class ACC, will be reimbursed the fare of the class actually traveled.  In case 2 rail tickets are purchased while traveling, the value of 2 tickets will be reimbursed subject to maximum of first class ACC fare. In addition, they will be paid incidental charges @ half DA if the journey is for less than 8 hours, and for travel more than 8 hours but less than 34 hours, they will be entitled to one day DA as incidental charges.  For journey of more than 24 hours, one additional DA will be paid in lieu of incidental charges..

ii) In the event of journeys performed by Rail if night halt is necessary for getting next connection enroute, halting allowance should be allowed at the usual rates.

Journey by Road

i)         If the journey is performed by a member in his own car or by  hiring a full vehicle, he shall be entitled to claim road mileage @ RS.6/- per km.

ii) If the journeys are performed either by bus or otherwise than in their own car or by hiring a full taxi, road mileage @ Rs.2/- will be paid for such journeys.

iii) In case, a Director travels by staff car, the DA will start from the place of departure.

iv) No incidentals shall be allowed for journeys by road.

If the journey is performed either by bus or otherwise than in their own car or by hiring a full taxi, road mileage @ Rs. 2/-# will be paid for such journey.

# a)
A member of the Board of Directors shall be entitled to D.A. @ Rs. 200.00* per day for the date of the meeting. If a member has to reach the place one day before the date of meeting for want of rail/air connection or by traveling by road, he shall be paid daily allowance for an additional day.  Similarly, if a member is not able to leave the place of meeting for want of rail/air connection or by road on the same day and is compelled to stay over night, he shall be paid daily allowance for an additional day. 

       An amount of Rs.100/- is only payable on account of DA if lodging facility made available to the Directors by the Federation. No DA is payable if both lodging/boarding facility availed by Directors.  In case of local Directors an extra DA will be in addition to one DA for the day of meeting.

3.  Option for Hotel Accommodation/Non-Availment of Hotel Accommodation

        As and when guest house accommodation is not available in Delhi or at other places where meetings are held, at the time of meetings, the office may arrange hired accommodation as per the following provisions.

i) Members of the Board of Directors shall be entitled to stay in a class of hotel not exceeding four star in all places. This facility shall be available only in the cases where hotel accommodation is booked by Nafed’s office situated at the places of meeting/tour.  If, however, accommodation in 4 star is not available, the same may be booked by the office in 5-star hotel.

ii) In case, boarding facility is availed of  in addition to lodging, expenses on boarding shall be met with by the Federation to the extent of half the amount of lodging charges. Expenses exceeding this amount shall be borne by the concerned director.  The expenses will not include alcoholic drings.
iii) If, however, the boarding facility is not availed of, daily allowance at half the rates enumerated in para 3 of TA Rules i.e. Rs.100/- shall be payable.  The amount shall be calculated on the basis of total period of stay and not reckoned on day-to-day basis.
iv) The members of the Board of Directors may have option either to stay in hotel a per TA/DA rule of the Board of Directors or may be paid the fixed amount of Rs.2000/- per day in lieu of hotel facilities.  Members of the Board who opt to avail the fixed amount, may make their own arrangement of lodging/boarding  at the place of meeting.  If the meeting is for one day, the maximum amount admissible will be Rs.6000/- and for four days @ Rs.2000/- i.e. Rs.8000/- regardless of the number of meetings.  Board Members claiming DA as above will not be entitled to any hotel/boarding or lodging facilities in addition to DA.
4.
Local Conveyance
i) The members of the Board of Directors, who do not ask for vehicle shall have the option to claim actual conveyance charges in lieu of the official car on the basis of certificate issued by them.

ii) When staff car of the Federation or free conveyance is used by a director he will not be entitled to any conveyance charges for that journey.

For journeys performed in their own cars by local directors for attending meeting, road mileage @ Rs.6.00 per km for the distance availed will be allowed.  

5.         Advances 


In case any director requests for an advance, the same may be released after obtaining specific approval from HO.  This is not applicable at the time when any meeting is fixed and TA bills are not settled by that particular branch/unit/regional office.

NOTES

1. Certificates regarding the mode of journey may not be given by members.

2.
If available, return tickets at reduced rates should always be purchased when the member expects to perform the return journey within the period for which return tickets are available.  The allowance for the onward and return journey when such a ticket is available will be actual cost of the return ticket plus twice the incidental expenses admissible for a single journey.
