NAFED SENIOR OFFICERS

CONVEYANCE FACILITY RULES

SHORT TITLE

(i)
These Rules may be called NAFED Senior Officer Conveyance Facility Rules.

(ii)
These Rules shall be deemed to have come into force w.e.f. 27.03.1991. (i.e. the date on which Executive Committee approved it).

EXTENT OF APPLICATION


These rules shall apply to the Officers of the level of Executives Directors and above except the Managing Director.

DEFINITION

i) 
‘Officers’ means the Officers of the level of Executive Directors and above except the Managing Director.

ii)
‘Rules’ Means the NAFED Senior Officers Conveyance Facility Rules.

iii)
‘Conveyance Advance Rules’ means the Conveyance Advance Rules of NAFED which came into force w.e.f. 27.01.1973 as amended from time to time.

iv)
‘Competent Authority’ means the Managing Director of NAFED.

v)
‘Local Conveyance Rules’ means the rules introduced vide Order No. 5/6/69/ Admn. dated 05.09.1969 as amended from time to time.

ENTITLEMENT

i)
A loan not exceeding Rs. 7.00 lacs to purchase a new Car of any make and not exceeding Rs. 4.00 lacs to purchase an old Car (which should not been three years old) shall be given subject to the condition that the officers concerned contribute 10% of the cost of the vehicle in case of new Car and 25% of cost of the old Car from his/her own sources. (Amended w.e.f. 28.09.2006 vide O.O. No. 16, dated 18.10.2006 as per decision of BOD in its meeting held on 28.09.2006).

ii)
The Officers who have already taken loan from NAFED under the exisiting conveyance advance rules, shall have the option to dispose of the old car and refund the entire loan together with the interest to NAFED. Thereafter, they shall be eligible for a loan to buy a new/old car under these rules.
iii)
The amount spent on purchasing the car shall be treated as loan (minus 10% or 25% as the case may be ) to the Officer.

iv)
The loan shall be repayable by the Officers in installments not exceeding 96 months. However, if the loan installment exceeds Rs. 850/-  p.m., the repayment period can be increased.

v)
The rate of interest chargeable on the loan shall be 4%.  Till such time, full repayment of principal and interest is made, the Car will be under hypothecation with Nafed.  The procedure laid down in the Conveyance Advance Rules for hypothecation of vehicle shall be valid under these rules also.  In case, the officers own and/ or purchase a Car out of his own resources, he shall be entitled to the same amount of reimbursement/facility as admissible to those officers who have purchased the car with the loan of Nafed under these rules. (Amended w.e.f. 28.09.2006 vide O.O. No. 16, dated 18.10.2006 as per decision of BOD in its meeting held on 28.09.2006).
vi)
The second advance for purchase of a car under these rules will be sanctioned after a minimum period of 3 years reckoned from the date of the drawal of last advance. The other terms and conditions for grant of second advance will be same as mentioned in the Conveyance Advance Rules of the Federation subject to the loan not exceeding the limit as prescribed under these rules.

vii)
The officers covered under these rules shall be entitled to the cost of petrol upto 200 Litres at the end of every month.

viii)
If an Officer performs local journey for official work in his personal car, he will be entitled to claim reimbursement as per Local Conveyance Rules.

SANCTIONING AUTHORITY


The Managing Director shall be the competent authority to sanction the loan under these rules.

OTHER TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR GRANT OF ADVANCE

i) The officers availing this facility shall not be provided with any driver and they will have to drive car themselves. However for outstation journeys on official tours beyond 100kms.from headquarters one way, the officer may avail the services of office driver, whose expenditure on account of TA/DA will be borne by NAFED. In case, an officer is unable to drive the vehicle himself on health ground, he will have the option for getting the company car again or he can engage a Chauffeur @ Rs.3500 /- * per month with the approval of MD who is the competent authority to accord approval for engaging Chauffeur on medical grounds.

ii)         The officer who drives the vehicle himself may be given Rs.2500/- per  month ( Ref.OO No.18 dated 23.9.2005) 

       iii)          The officers will be responsible for replacement of parts, maintenance, Road Tax, Insurance, Oil Petrol etc. The amount shall be reimbursed on production of a certificate to the effect that he has actually spent the amount during the month. However the total bill/reimbursement of petrol and maintenance/replacement of parts/insurance etc. will be restricted to the cost of 200 litres of petrol.

      iv)
      When an officer goes on tour, he may avail the services of the hired taxies for going to the Airport/Railway Station etc. He can claim reimbursement of actual expenses in case he does not have any arrangement for bringing the car at home after beingdropped at the Airport/Railway Station.

     v)
      The officers will have the option either to opt for the conveyance facility under these rules  or to continue to avail the facility of official vehicle as present. However, once an officer opts for scheme under these rules, he shall not be allowed the facility of official car again. Those opting for the existing facility can opt for scheme any time but they will not be allowed to revert back to the existing scheme.

vi)      Officers who are appointed/promoted as Executive Directors after the introduction of these rules, will not be eligible for company car. They will be provided only the facility as contained in these rules.

INTERPRETATION :


In case of any doubt regarding interpretation of these rules, the decision of the Managing Director shall be final.
